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Our EYFS curriculum is designed to enable all pupils to flourish and prosper within St James and St John Church of England Primary School. It is a holistic approach to education, developing the child as a whole and building confident lifelong learners.
We intend for our curriculum to empower pupils to learn about the world first-hand through creative, stimulating and challenging experiences. 
All pupils will work towards the school curriculum goals guided by Development Matters, Birth to Five and the Early Years Foundation Statutory Framework.

Within each statement there will be 4 checkpoints. Check point A will take place within the pupil’s first six weeks in the Autumn term. Checkpoint B will take place in the second half of the Autumn term. Checkpoint C will occur during the Spring term. Checkpoint D will occur during the first Summer term. The final checkpoint will be ELGs in the final Summer Term where pupils will be assessed at expected or emerging.

Implementation
Pupils will receive daily taught sessions guided by the Early Years Statutory Framework. 
Pupils will learn their phonics through the synthetic systematic phonics scheme RWInc. They will have daily phonics lessons that are grouped homogenously. 
Pupils will develop their love of reading through daily storytime sessions.
Pupils will explore and discover maths through teacher input, discovery time and spotlight tasks to gain the foundations of their mathematical understanding following the WhiteRose Maths Scheme as a guide.
The classroom environment will reflect this with spotlight discovery tasks alongside continuous provision areas. For example, the continuous provision for maths would have numerals, blocks, dice, wood slices and the spotlight task would be to match buttons.
Pupils will deepen their understanding of concepts through ‘Discovery time’. Pupils are free to explore the classroom and select resources of their choosing. They can access all continuous provision and spotlight tasks. During ‘Discovery time’ time staff will extend pupils learning through their use of language, questioning and modelling enabling sustained thinking opportunities.
Assessment indicators will be planned for within the provision and staff will work to identify if pupils are ‘on track/ working towards’ the curriculum goals. 

Floor books and ClassDoJo
Floor books will be used to gather the pupil’s learning journey. These will be added to daily and shared weekly with the pupils. They will compromise the WOW moments, the pupil’s thoughts, the pupil’s work and the staff observations. 
Floor books will be available for parents to access during class assemblies/open afternoons. Photos of the pages will be available on ClassDoJo. Staff will note WOW moments and milestones to share with parents. Special events such as sports day, Children in Need, Nativity songs will also be shared on there. Parents will be encouraged to build learning profiles from home and staff will engage with parents on posts. 

Impact
Data
Staff will use professional judgement supported by evidence to inform judgements at the four checkpoints throughout the year. The evidence will be formed through staff knowledge of children, evidence in books, assessed phonics levels and the use of floor.
Data will be on-going throughout the year and staff will use the checkpoints to assess how well the curriculum is being delivered. End or year data will assess whether pupils have met the Early Learning Goals.
Where pupils are not meeting the expected level of progress, staff will quickly identify programmes to support learners. Should SEN advice and support be necessary, staff will work with the SENCO and alongside outside agencies to ensure all pupils make stage appropriate progress. Those pupils with SEN will work towards to curriculum goals although their approach and support may differ according to their needs.
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
